DEPARTMENT REPORTS:   
 
The Accounts Payable Warrant Register for April 1, 2014 was reviewed by the Committee with 
comments and/or inquiries about the following checks:  
 

 

 Check No. 63050 – David Volz Designs Inc.:  The Committee members inquired about 

whether the shade cover at Hurless Barton Park had been approved by Council.   Staff 

responded that this was only for design services which were approved as part of the 

project.      

 

 Check No. 63065 – Fuscoe Engineering Inc.:  The Committee members wanted to know 

whether this was going to be the ongoing monthly costs and staff responded that a 

follow up will be made with the department on the average monthly costs. 

 

 Check No. 63091 – Mallard Electric:  The Committee members wanted to know if the 

City will get reimbursement on costs related to damages to City property caused by a car 

accident.  Staff responded that it is the City’s practice to bill the insurance company of 

the parties responsible. 
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 Check No. 63129 – Rutan & Tucker, LLP:  The Committee members wanted to know 

why the cost for legal services seems higher than usual for the Successor Agency.  Staff 

responded that there were multiple activities in the month of February such as review of 

purchase and sale agreement for the Town Center Development and the Long Range 

Property Management Plan.   

 

 Check No. 63144 – Stantec Consulting Services:  The Committee members inquired 

about the nature of this payment and staff responded that this was for the February 

remediation costs associated with the former Ultramar Station in which the costs are 

being reimbursed by an OCTA grant.   

 

 Check No. 63149 – Anaheim Ice Management:  The Committee members wanted to 

know the nature of this payment and staff responded that this was instructor fees for ice 

skating classes at The Rinks on La Palma Ave. 

 

In addition, staff provided the draft financial statements for fiscal year ended June 30, 2013 and 

went over Staff’s recommendation of a firm for future auditing services which will both be 

submitted to Council at the next Council Meeting.  Staff also followed up on the following item 

from the previous Finance Committee meeting:  

 

Check No. 62997 – Yorba Linda Disposal:  The Committee members wanted to know the 

location of these on-call disposal services and staff confirmed that the location was at the 

Corporate Yard.
